BSPS Winter Championship Qualification 

The following Classes (1-6, 8-17) are qualifiers for the BSPS Winter Championships 

Show.  The 1
st
, 2

nd
 & 3

rd
 prizewinners will qualify in the novice Classes and in the 

MIXED HEIGHT NOVICE CLASSES the 1
st
, 2

nd
, 3

rd
 and 4

th
 prizewinners will qualify.  

In the Open Classes the three highest placed Open and the three highest placed Restricted 

animals in each class will qualify and in the MIXED HEIGHT OPEN CLASSES the four 

highest placed Open and the four highest placed Restricted animals will qualify, (riders 

on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband).  Animals must be registered before 

the date of the show at which they qualify for the Winter Championships and must be 

ridden by BSPS Members, except in the case of exhibitors who have never been members 

before who are allowed 7 days in which to become members and register their ponies, 

providing they have a valid JMB Certificate (ex Heritage Classes) before the date of the 

Championship they qualify for. 

 

AGES FOR RIDERS OF STALLIONS.  Riders must be 12 years old or over on 1
st
 

January in the current year to ride any pony stallion not exceeding 138cms or Small 

Breed M & M stallions ie.  Dartmoor, Exmoor, Shetland and Welsh Section A & B.  

Riders must be 14 years old or over on 1
st
 January in the current year to ride any stallions 

exceeding 138cms  or Large Breed M & M stallions ie.  Connemara, Dales, Fells, 

Highlands, New Forest and Welsh Section C & D. 

 

RULES FOR RESTRICTED QUALIFICATION  

Any animal that has qualified for the Show Pony, Show Hunter Pony or Intermediate 

classes at the RIHS or HOYS in 2009 or the current year or any M&M animal that has 

qualified for the M&M Ridden classes at RIHS, HOYS or Olympia in 2009 or the current 

year are not eligible for the Restricted qualification in classes of the same SECTION. 

(Riders on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband).

Registered Pure Bred mare or gelding, 4 years old or over, not exceeding 128cms.  Riders not 

to have attained their 12
th

 birthday  before 1
st
 January in the current year.  Any suitable 

bridles permitted. 
 

Class 3  BSPS OPEN (RESTRICTED) HERITAGE MOUNTAIN & MOORLAND LEAD 

REIN, Registered Pure Bred mare or gelding,, 4 years old or over not exceeding 122cms.  

Riders not to have attained their 9
th

 birthday before 1
st
 January in the current year.  (Riders 

on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband).   
 

Class 4  BSPS OPEN (RESTRICTED) HERITAGE MOUNTAIN & MOORLAND FIRST 

RIDDEN, Registered Pure Bred mare or gelding, 4 years old or over, not exceeding 128cms.  

Riders not to have attained their 12
th

 birthday before 1
st
 January in the current year.  Any 

suitable bridles permitted.  (Riders on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband).

current year.  Rosette to highest placed Novice – class will be separated should there be 

sufficient entries.  (Please note this class is NOT a qualifier for the BSPS Winter 

Championships – as no qualification is required for this class) 

 

Class 8 BSPS MIXED HEIGHT NOVICE SHOW HUNTER PONY, mares or geldings, 4 years 

old or over, not exceeding 153cms.  Riders must be the correct age for the height of pony 

they ride 

 

Class 9 BSPS OPEN FIRST PONY OF SHOW HUNTER TYPE, mares or geldings, 4 years or 

older, not exceeding 122cms.  Riders not to have attained their 10
th

 birthday before 1
st
 

January in the current year.  Snaffle bridles only.  No cantering is allowed except for 

individual performances, ponies must leave the ring in walk or trot.

Class 10 BSPS MIXED NOVICE INTERMEDIATE, mares or geldings, 4 years old or over, 

Riders not to have attained their 25
th

 birthday  

before 1
st
 January in the current year.  This class incorporates Intermediate SRT & 

Intermediate SH.  

 

Class 11 BSPS OPEN (RESTRICTED) MIXED HEIGHT SHOW HUNTER PONY, mares or 

geldings, 4 years old or over, not exceeding 153cms.  Riders must be the correct age for the 

height of pony they ride.  (Riders on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband).   

 

SHOW HUNTER PONY CHAMPIONSHIP  

open to 1
st
 & 2

nd
 prizewinners from classes 8 & 11 

 

 

Class 12 BSPS OPEN (RESTRICTED) INTERMEDIATE SHOW HUNTER, mares or geldings,

 January in the current year.  (Riders on Restricted

 January in the current year.  (Riders on Restricted animals MUST wear

INTERMEDIATE CHAMPIONSHIP

Class 14 BSPS MIXED HEIGHT NOVICE SHOW PONY, mares or geldings, 4 years old or over, 

not exceeding 148cms.  Riders must be the correct age for the height of pony they ride 

 

Class 15 BSPS OPEN LEAD REIN PONY, mares or geldings, 4 years old or over not exceeding 

122cms.  Riders not to have attained their 8
th

 birthday before 1
st
 January in the current year.  

Rosette to highest placed Novice – class will be separated should there be sufficient entries. 

(Please note this class is NOT a qualifier for the BSPS Winter Championships – as no 

qualification is required for this class) 

 

Class 16 BSPS OPEN FIRST RIDDEN PONY, mares or geldings, 4 years old or over, not 

exceeding 122cms.  Riders not to have attained their 10
th

 birthday before 1
st
 January in the 

current year.  Rosette to highest placed Novice – class will be separated should there be 

sufficient entries.  (Please note this class is NOT a qualifier for the BSPS Winter 

Championships – as no qualification is required for this class) 
 

MINI SHOW PONY CHAMPIONSHIP

Class 17 BSPS MIXED HEIGHT OPEN (RESTRICTED) SHOW PONY, mares or geldings, 4 

years old or over, not exceeding 148cms.  Riders must be the correct age for the height of 

pony they ride.  (Riders on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband).   

 

SHOW PONY CHAMPIONSHIP

HORSE SECTION 
Will not start before 2pm 
 

Class 18   CHAPS RESTRICTED QUALIFIER, mare, gelding or stallion, 4 years old or over.  Rider 

any age.  Both the Owner and the rider of any exhibit need not be fully paid-up members of 

CHAPS (UK) at the time of competition, nor must the animal be registered; but to validate 

the qualification, both membership and registration must be applied for within 14 days of the 

qualification.  ALL STALLIONS MUST BE GRADED WITH CHAPS (UK) IN ORDER 

TO COMPETE IN THIS CLASS.  Horses/Ponies who are competing in this class may not 

have been placed at HOYS at ANY time. 
 



 Four animals may qualify from the class placings: 

o Non-Native Horse (exceeding 15hh) to be shown plaited and trimmed and to be 

ridden by the Judge at the FINAL 

o Non-Native Pony (15hh and under) to be shown plaited and trimmed and to 

perform an individual show at the FINAL 

o Native/Traditional /Cob/Show Cob Type Horse (exceeding 14.2hh) to be shown 

either with full mane, tail and feather or hogged and trimmed as appropriate, to 

be ridden by the Judge at the FINAL 

o Native/Traditional /Cob/Show Cob Type Pony (14.2hh and under) to be shown 

either with full mane, tail and feather or hogged and trimmed as appropriate, to 

perform an individual show at the FINAL. 
 

 The Judge will NOT ride any exhibit in qualifying classes. 

 

Class 19  RIDING HORSE or HACK. Horses 4 years old or over, exceeding 148cm (14.2hh), Riders 

any age.  Class will be split by height or type should there be sufficient entries 

 

Class 20  HUNTER. Horses 4 years old or over, exceeding 148cm (14.2hh), Riders any age.  Class 

will be split by height and/or weight should there be sufficient entries 

 

Class 21  COB or COB TYPE. Horse or Pony 4 years old or over, of any height, to be shown hogged 

and trimmed, or natural. Riders any age.  Class will be split by height/type should there be 

sufficient entries 

 

Class 22  PURE, ANGLO or PARTBRED ARAB. Horses & Ponies 4 years old or over, any height, 

Riders any age.  Class will be split by height and/or type should there be sufficient entries

Turn onto Caldercuilt Road just 

before the start of a section of dual 

carriageway (opposite British rail 

sign).  (If you get to a large 

roundabout you have gone too far 

and need to turn around) Follow 

Caldercuilt Road across a small 

roundabout.  Sandyflat is straight 

ahead of you at the junction to 

Arrochar Street. 

 

 

 

Approach Balcormo on the 

A916 Windygates/Cupar 

road turning off at the road 

just north of Montrave & 

Pratis Farm.  Then take the 

second left, turn right at T 

junction and then 

immediately left.   

Balcormo is set on both 

sides of the road, so please 

be aware of traffic.  Parking 

is also on both sides of the road and is slightly limited ï SO PLEASE PARK 

AS CLOSE TO NEXT HORSEBOX AS POSSIBLE AND WITH 

CONSIDERATION FOR OTHERS!
