This show is affiliated to the British Show Pony Society (BSPS) and all persons entering, competing, 

showing or otherwise taking part in BSPS classes, whether or not members of the BSPS are subject 

to the Constitution and Rules of the BSPS, including the disciplinary procedures and shall be 

deemed to have consented to the jurisdiction of the B.S.P.S. All Rules as per the 2011 B.S.P.S. Rule 

& Show Handbook, except for any new or amended rules as Included In this Schedule. 
 

B.S.P.S. QUALIFICATION 

All classes, apart from the Tiny Tots, Cradle Stakes and Lead Rein of Hunter Type are qualifiers for 

the B.S.P.S. Winter Championships.  The 1st, 2nd and 3rd prizewinners in the Novice Classes and 

1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th in Mixed Height Novice Classes will qualify.  In the Open Classes the 1st, 2nd 

and 3rd placed Open and the three highest placed Restricted animals in each class will qualify, and 

in the MIXED HEIGHT OPEN CLASSES the 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th placed Open and the four highest 

placed Restricted animals will qualify.  (Riders on Restricted animals MUST wear an armband).  

Animals must be registered before the date of the show at which they qualify for the Winter 

Championships and must be ridden by B.S.P.S. members, except in the case of exhibitors who have 

never been members before who are allowed seven days in which to become members and register 

their ponies, providing they have a valid J.M.B. Certificate before the day of the Championship they 

qualify for. 
 

HERITAGE QUALIFICATION 
 
The 1st, 2nd and 3rd placed ponies in the Novice Classes will qualify and. in the Mixed Height Novice 

Classes 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th prizewinners will qualify. In the Open Classes the qualifications will be 

awarded to the three highest placed Restricted animals and the 1st, 2nd and 3rd placed Open 

animals in each class, and in the Mixed Height Open Classes the four highest placed Restricted 

animals and the 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th placed Open animals will qualify (Riders on Restricted animals 

MUST wear an armband). Exhibitors in qualifying positions, who have never been members of the 

B.S.P.S are allowed 7 days in which to become members and register their ponies. 
 
B.S.P.S. RESTRICTED OPEN QUALIFICATION 
Any animal that has qualified for the Open classes at the RIHS or HOYS in 2010, or the current year, 
is not eligible for the Restricted qualification in the Open classes.  
 
BSPS CLASSES AWARDED R.I.H.S. QUALIFICATION 
Owner and riders must be BSPS members to compete in classes with RIHS qualification and animals 
must be registered with the BSPS (except for the Anglo &PB Arabs who must be registered with the 
AHS). This show is a qualifier for the Royal International Horse Show only one pony qualifies from 
each of the classes 31-38, the highest placed (not already qualified) from the first three ponies will 
qualify.

This show is a qualifier for the BSPS Champion of Champions. The champion RIHS Mini Heritage 
and the champion RIHS Heritage Ridden will qualify.

BSPS „CLASSIC SECURITY UK LTD‟ CHALLENGE 
The show is a qualifier for the BSPS Challenge, the highest placed pony in classes 31, 32, 33, 34, 35 
and 36, that has not qualified for the BSPS 2011 Horse of the Year Show in the appropriate class will 
qualify. If the highest placed pony has already qualified for the BSPS Challenge, the qualification will 
be awarded to the next eligible pony. 
 
BRITISH SHOW HORSE ASSOCIATION Classes  

 
Royal International Horse Show Qualifying Classes – Held under the rules of the British Show Horse 
Association. Horses must be registered with the Association and all owners, exhibitors and riders 
must be Association members. Riders must be 15 years of age or older. Classes 41, 42, 43, 44, 45 & 
46 are qualifiers for The Royal International Horse Show. The first prize winner will qualify to 
compete at the final. If already qualified the second will qualify. If the first and second are already 
qualified then the third will go forward. Horses competing in the Sport Horse Breeding of Great 
Britain competitions of their affiliated shows cannot compete in Hack and Riding Horse classes at 
the same show. 
 
QUALIFICATION FOR THE BRITISH SHOW HORSE ASSOCIATION – NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP                                           
The three highest placed in all Open Affiliated classes will qualify to compete in the BSHA Classic 
Supreme classes at the National Championship Show on September 9

th
 & 10

th
 2011.  The BSHA offer 

a Novice, Young Rider and Amateur rosette in each Open class and a Championship rosette for each 
section.
