Mountain & Moorland – Judge:  Mr I Smith, Perthshire 
 

1. Small Breeds. Yearling, 2 and 3 years old Colt, Filly or Gelding.  Registered in the main body of their respective Breed 
Society Stud Books. 

2. Small Breeds.  4 years and over, Stallion, Mare or Gelding.  Registered in the main body of their respective Breed Society 
Stud Books. 

3. Large Breeds.  Yearling, 2 and 3 years old Colt, Filly or Gelding.  Registered in the main body of their respective Breeds 
Society Stud Books. 

4. Large Breeds.  4 years and over.  Stallion, Mare or Gelding.  Registered in the main body of their respective Breed 
Society Stud Books. 

CHAMPIONSHIP 
(1st & 2nd prize winners from classes 1-4) 

 
5. Lead Rein Mountain & Moorland, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, not exceeding 122cms.  Registered in the main 

body of their respective Breed Society Stud Book.  To be led by an attendant and shown in a snaffle bit, the leading rein to 
be attached to the noseband only.  The reins must go directly from the bit to the rider’s hands.  Riders must have attained 
their 3rd birthday but not to have attained their 9th birthday before 1st January in the current year. 

6. First Ridden Mountain & Moorland, Mare or Gelding 4 years old and over not exceeding 128cms.  Registered in the main 
body of their respective Bred Society Stud Book.  Riders must have attained their 3rd birthday but not attained their 12th 
birthday before 1st January in the current year. 

 
CHAMPIONSHIP 

(1st & 2nd prize winners from classes 5-6) 
 

7. Young Ridden Mountain & Moorland, Stallions, Mare or Gelding 4 & 5year olds which must be registered in the main 
body of their respective Mountain & Moorland Stud Book.  All ponies in this class must be shown in a snaffle bit.  Rider 
any age (except stallions – see NPS rules). 

8. Novice Ridden Mountain & Moorland Small Breeds, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over which must be registered in 
the main body of their respective Mountain & Moorland Stud Book.  Pony not to have won a first prize in any Open NPS 
Ridden Mountain & Moorland class.  All ponies in this class must be shown in a snaffle bit.  Rider any age (except 
stallions – see NPS Rules). 

9. Novice Ridden Mountain & Moorland Large Breeds, Stallion, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over which must be 
registered in the main body of their respective Mountain & Moorland Stud Book.  Pony not to have won a first prize in 
any Open NPS Ridden Mountain & Moorland class.  All ponies in this class must be shown in a snaffle bit.  Rider any age 
(except stallions – see NPS rules). 

 
CHAMPIONSHIP 

(1st & 2nd prize winners from classes 7-9) 
 

10. Open Ridden Mountain & Moorland Small Breeds, Stallion, Mare or Gelding 4 years old and over which must be 
registered in the main body of their respective Breed Society Stud Book.  Rider any age (except stallions – see NPS rules). 

11. Open Ridden Mountain & Moorland Large Breeds, Stallion, Mare or Gelding 4 years old and over which must be 
registered in the main body of their respective Breed Society Stud Book.  Rider any age (except stallions – see NPS rules). 
 

CHAMPIONSHIP 
(1st & 2nd prize winners from classes 10-11) 

 

Unaffiliated Style & Performance Working Hunter – Judge: Mrs K Slight, Oxton 
These classes are to encourage the horse/pony and rider to perform stylishly over jumps and no conformation show is required. 
There are no set penalties for a pole down or a run out, but three refusals will result in elimination.  There will be eight fences each 
jumping effort will be marked out of 10 at the judge’s discretion and a mark out of 20 for overall presentation. 
 

12. Style & Performance Working Hunter. Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, any height and type.  Riders any age.  
Maximum height of fences 1’9”. 

13. Style & Performance Working Hunter, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, any height and type.  Riders any age.  
Maximum height of fences 2’3”. 

14. Style & Performance Working Hunter, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, any height and type.  Riders any age.  
Maximum height of fences 2’8”.

Maximum height 
of fences 2’6”. 

17. Working Hunter, Stallion, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, any height and type.  Riders any age.  Maximum height 
of fences 2’3” 

18. Nursery Stakes Working Hunter, Stallion, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, not exceeding 133cms any type.  Riders 
any age.  Maximum height of fences 2’0”.

8th birthday before 1st January in the current year.  
20. First Ridden Show Pony, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, not exceeding 122cms.  Riders not to have attained their 

10th birthday before 1st January in the current year.  
21. Lead Rein Pony of Hunter Type, Mare or Gelding 4 years old and over, not exceeding 122cms.  Riders not to have 

attained their 9th birthday before 1st January in the current year.  
22. First Pony of Show Hunter Type, Mare or Gelding 4 years old and over, not exceeding 122cms.  Riders not to have 

attained their 10th birthday before 1st January in the current year.  Snaffle bridles only.  No cantering is allowed except for 
individual performances, ponies must leave the ring at the walk or trot. 

23. Tiny Tots First Ridden, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, not exceeding 128cms.  Riders to be 9 years old and under.  
Snaffle bridles only.  Open to SP, SHP and M&M Ponies. Cantering in individual show is optional.

(1st & 2nd prize winners from classes 19-23) 
 

24. Mixed Height Novice Show Pony, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, not exceeding 148cms.  Riders must be the 
correct age for the height of the pony they ride. 

25. Mixed Height Open Show Pony, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, not exceeding 148cms.  Riders must be the 
correct age for the height of the pony they ride.

Ridden Horse & Pony – Judge: Mrs M Hamilton, Hurlford 
26. Mixed Height Novice Show Hunter Pony, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, not exceeding 153mcs.  Riders must be 

the correct age for the height of pony they ride. 
27. Mixed Height Open Show Hunter Pony, Mare or Gelding 4 years old and over, not exceeding 133cms.  Riders must be the 

correct age for the height of pony they ride. 
28. Mixed Height Open Show Hunter Pony, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, exceeding 133cms but not exceeding 

153cms.  Riders must be the correct age for the pony they ride.

30. Mixed Open Intermediate Show Riding Type/Show Hunter, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, exceeding 146cms but 

not exceeding 158cms.  Riders not to have attained their 25th birthday before 1st January in the current year.

31. Young Horse/Pony, Stallion, Mare or Gelding, 4 & 5 year old, any height.  Rider any age. (except M&M).

33. Hunter, Mare or Gelding 4 years old and over, exceeding 153cm. Riders any age. 
34. Cob, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over.  Riders any age.  To be shown hogged and trimmed. 
35. Coloured Horse/Pony, Stallion, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, any height.  Rider any age. 
36. Pure, Anglo and Part Bred Arab, Stallion, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, any height.  Rider any age. 



37. Part Bred Mountain & Moorland, Stallion, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, any height.  Rider any age. 
38. Unregistered Mountain & Moorland, Mare or Gelding, 4 years old and over, any height.  Rider any age.

�� No competitor shall enter under a Judge who has owned, sold or received financial gain from that pony. 
�� The committee or any of its assistants are in no way responsible for any loss, damage or injury that may happen to exhibitors or their assistants, nor any 

member of the public or to any animal, vehicle brought onto the showground. 
�� Objections must be made in writing within ½ hr to the secretary.  The sum will be returned if the objection is sustained. 
�� Foul language or abusive behaviour will NOT be tolerated towards other people or animals and will be asked to leave the Showground.
