Exit the A9 onto the A823 which is signposted to Crieff and also Gleneagles Hotel.   

Pass the gates to the Hotel and at the mini-roundabout turn right to Auchterarder.  At  

the next mini-roundabout turn left to Tullibardine.  Travel through the village of Tullibardine,  

which is a small hamlet with some new houses being built on the left passing the road  

signposted Strathallan Airfield and the entrance to Strathallan Castle is immediately after this  

on your left. There is a lodge house situated at the entrance. 

 

There will be lots of signs from the A9 some of which may be marked NPS.
